2017 - Tune Review Findings

ÅLLLB reforms have been successful in taking Australian 
aged care further along the road towards a consumer 
demand-driven and sustainable system that will meet 
both current and future aged care needs. 

ÅAged care requires further reform to become a more 
consumer-centred system

ÅPlanning for growth is one the main challenges of aged 
care policy

ÅCurrent planning mechanisms are not going to deliver 
sufficient services in the long term

ÅMeeting projected future demand will need additional 
investment by government beyond that currently 
planned

ÅA key issue is how increase in demand will be financed 
and the costs shared between Govt and consumers
